JCI Senators Foundation of 
Florida Inc.  
 Hello boys and girls. I come to you with 
some bad news. The current economy is about 
to have a major impact of the FL JCI Senate 

Scholarship Foundation. The CD that we have 
been using for the last five years to fund our 
two $500 scholarships needs to roll over this 
spring. That means we will have to add several 
thousand dollars to the principle for the next 
CD to ensure that we will receive enough 
interest to fund the two scholarships. This is a 
problem that is not unique to our foundation. 
The US JCI Senate Foundation has the same 
problem; they are going from 20 scholarships a 
year to only 15 this year. We have the funds 
available to do that; however, if we do that, we 
will not have enough funds to generate the 
interest to fund our needs based scholarship 
that we started a couple of years ago. Our 
needs based scholarship is, by definition, for 
someone who probably wouldnôt compete 
successfully for the national scholarship, but is 
more than able to be a success in higher 
education and is less likely to be able to afford 
to go.  
 This is sort of a óperfect stormô situation. 
When we have our greatest need for 
donations, our members are less able to 
donate; because, they have less discretionary 
income available due to the same bad 
economy. When I first joined the Jaycees, 
many, many years ago, I was told ñwe donôt 
have problems, we have opportunitiesò. Well, 
we have a major óopportunityô! Please give 
strong consideration to joining our foundation, 
or better yet, increase your level of giving if you 
are already a member. Check with your 
financial or tax advisor and see if a deductable 
donation will lower your tax. Think how good 
you will feel to be helping a deserving student 
instead of sending the IRS more money to 
waste. 
 OK Iôll quit my soapbox appeal. We will 
not have a FL Senate or Foundation meeting 
until February in conjunction with the 40th 
anniversary. If you havenôt attended a national 
Senate meeting the January US midyear BOD 
meeting would be an excellent way to have 
that experience. I hope to see you at one or 
both of these meetings.
