Chapter Presidents:

There must be an original and five (5) copies of everything. Everything must be in the package to avoid delays.

There must be a check made out in the amount of $450.00 and paid to the Florida JCI Senate. We will distribute the funds appropriately.

Do Not make separate checks.

The application with a resume' must be received by the President* of the Florida JCI Senate. 

At least eight (8) weeks before the Senatorship presentation. (This will avoid any delays in your presentation.)

All information in the application and resume' must be complete. (This also will avoid delays in your presentation.)

DO NOT send the application anywhere other than the President of the Florida JCI Senate. We will make sure the appropriate signatures are acquired in order for the presentation to be made on time.

The total cost of the Senatorship is $450.00.

TEN POINT RESUME FOR JCI SENATORSHIP

1. Was the nomination approved by your Executive Committee, Board of Directors, General Membership or all levels of your organization? Please include dates of approval.

2. Please record why your chapter voted to nominate this individual for a Senatorship. Please be complete.

3.  List all known Jaycee offices held, elected or appointed, at all levels.

4. List all MAJOR chairmanships held; i.e. Local Boys Club Fund Raising, State Governmental Affairs or National Credentials. DO NOT list routine areas such as Degrees of Jaycees, Speak‑up, etc., unless State level or higher.

5. List any exceptional or outstanding contributions to the Jaycee movement; i.e. public relations, ceremony, etc., but not projects. List for all levels.

6. List significant programs or project's nominee has brought to community involvement. List for all levels.

7. List all awards received in Jaycee career, at all levels. It is not necessary to repeat Degrees of Jaycees or Individual Development programming participation. An indication of a number of years is adequate.

8. List all publications the nominee may have contributed to, edited or biographical work's he/she may be included in; i.e. Outstanding Young People of America, Community Leaders of America, etc.

9. If an Exhausted Rooster, over the age of forty (40), list major activities or contributions of service since he/she aged out.

10. A minimum of two (2) letters of recommendation from area Senators should be included in every resume' with a cover letter from the chapter president.

NOTE:

Please send the original and five (5) copies to the FLORIDA J.C.I. SENATE PRESIDENT along with a check in the amount of $450.00 payable to Florida JCI SENATE. Also, COMPLETE APPLICATION (original and five (5) copies) must be received at the below address no later than EIGHT (8) weeks before the Senatorship presentation. If it is received with less than eight (8) weeks before presentation is to be made, an addition $36.00 will be added to cost. If it is received with less than six (6) weeks before presentation is to be made, it may not make it for that presentation.
