 Hello all, it‟s been quite a good quarter 
for the JCI Senators of Florida Scholarship 
Foundation. We received $2,000 from the sale 
of the New Port Richey Jaycee clubhouse. We 
also received over $2,200 from the dissolution 
of the Florida Jaycee Gator Corps. In addition 
to these two significant donations, we also 
received over $700 in individual donations. Not 
bad for the current economy. 
 I‟m sure most of you are aware that the 
Chapter Service Center in Lakeland has been 
sold recently. The Lakeland Jaycees owned 
over 20% of the asset and the survivors of the 
chapter voted to set up a scholarship, 
administered by the Florida Senate 
Foundation. They presented a check at the 
Bash meeting for $35,500. The interest from 
this reserved fund will generate scholarships in 
the amount of $750. The scholarship will go to 
a high school senior from Lakeland. If no 
qualified student from Lakeland enters the 
competition the scholarship will go to a student 
from another Florida high school. Interest 
above the $750 amount but less than another 
$750 scholarship will go into the FL Foundation 
general fund. There are some other conditions 
but they are too entailed to cover in this article.  
 These major donations go a long way to 
ensure that we can meet our commitments for 
scholarships and could, in the future, allow us 
to give larger amounts to our winners and even 
add scholarships. These ambitions will need 
the continued support of our current members 
and additional members of the Foundation.
